His Excellency Dr. Anwar Mohammed Gargash is recognized as one of the main public voices 
of the United Arab Emirates (UAE) government. Although he first attracted such international 
attention in 2006 when as chairman of the National Elections Committee he oversaw the UAE’s 
first elections, he has long enjoyed a multifaceted prominence in his own nation. 
Dr. Gargash was educated at George Washington University in the United States, and earned 
his PhD from Kings College, Cambridge. He subsequently became a professor of political 
science at UAE National University, achieving a public reputation as a respected intellectual 
and proponent of greater political participation for the UAE. In 2006, he was appointed 
Minister of State for Federal National Council Affairs (FNC). Two years later, he was named 
Minister of State for Foreign Affairs.
